Bill Rowntree opened the meeting, which had been brought forward from 12 Aug, at 7.50pm in the absence of LH and welcomed everyone present.  

The previous minutes were read and no matters arose:-
TREASURER REPORT  - (On File)  Funds are reasonably healthy and should be able to sustain the free cream teas at the walking treasure hunt.  
SPORTS CLUB.  – This has now stopped and will start again on Fri 18 Sep.  Juniors from 5.45 to 6.45pm and Seniors from 7pm to 8.30pm.   VC extended her thanks to both ST and BK for willing to change agendas due to the floor refurbishing.

WALKING TREASURE HUNT – Poor attendance for a free event but this could have been due to the drizzly weather.  £9 donations were received from the refreshments stall.  Sharon said that a couple with young children suggested it would be safer if the event could be held on the estate rather than along the main road.  This may also encourage others to join in if they saw what was happening.  They also said that as a Treasure Hunt, there was no Treasure for the children to find.  This will be noted for any future Treasure Hunts.     
HORSE RACING NIGHT – Date changed to accommodate the firm refurbishing the hall floor.  BK explained that Sam will be using DVDs shown on a projector.  There will be 4 DVDs with 3 races on each totalling 12 races throughout the evening.  He would randomly ask someone to select a DVD which will then be shown.  She had already notified all team members of the procedure that Sam has always used for his Horse Racing Nights.  The team, however, decided they wanted to ensure that people did come and it was finally agreed that the admission would be £1, all bets will be 50p, and everyone attending would have one free bet in the first race only.  Takings would be split 40% to ACT and 60% in winnings thereby splitting the first prize as 30%, 2nd as 20% and 3rd as 10% which would be shared if there was more than one winner for that horse.  Sponsors could be obtained to place a minimum of £5 to have a race named after them.  VC will take this on.  There will be a pooled supper (served between races 6 and 7) and people to bring their own liquid refreshments.  BS pointed out that The Railway Inn was also running a Horse Racing Night on 20th August.  It was agreed that ST will take care of the betting money, BR will take the admission at the door and VC and AS will oversee the buffet and they will also provide the plates and cutlery.  Set up for the event will be at 3pm on Fri 11 Sep.  The hall floor will have to be totally cleared after the event ready for the floor refurbishers to be able to make a start early the next morning.  Curtains would also have to be taken down, which can be done in the afternoon, and the stage curtains to be covered to protect them from the sawdust.  ST suggested another flyer be sent round notifying change of date and that the first bet on the first race would be free.  BK has notified Sam of the changes and asked him if he would like to set his projector up at the same time.
WHISKY GALORE – BK had now received all leaflets, posters and tickets along with a letter of the requirements for NTC.  A quick seating arrangement was made and it was determined that a total of 90 seats would be comfortable, leaving an aisle down both sides.  VC suggested that tickets should be on sale from 1 Sep and a flyer made to this effect.  Ticket sellers will be BK, AS and VC.  A raffle would be held in the 15 minute interval and it was agreed that whisky would be one of the prizes.  There will be no supper.  Publicity should be in The Pelican, Northumberland Gazette and possibly Lionheart Radio (VC offered to undertake this).
HISTORY TALK – Sharon had still been unable to contact George Baxter but will not give up.
CORRESPONDENCE – BK had received an e-mail from another theatre company newly set up advertising their productions.  It was felt that there was enough entertainment going on just now and to reject their offer.
