Treasures Report.

Bob is growing on and re-potting some of the plants that were donated by the Prison and will carry on selling them so this will add to the total.

As previously mentioned Bob Smailes is continuing to grow on plants that were donated to us by the Prison. As well as selling some of these we are also going to use them to pot up the flower tubs throughout the Village. Bob will let us know when they are ready and we can get planting! 
Community Garden

Sharon explained that the lease on the Community Garden along the side of the Village Hall had now been signed. Acklington Village Hall Committee had a grant for the paving work but there was a shortfall in funds for the VAT on the paving costs and also the cost of fencing the area. Violet  proposed that ACT paid whatever was needed for this work to be carried out and Bill seconded the proposal. Bill said it would be a great asset to the Village to have the garden and it would also enable other fund raising events to take place there. Alison said that when ACT was started it was to help with Community projects like this as well as social events. All present at the meeting agreed with this proposal . Lorna had had messages from June John and Barbara who were also in favour with ACT helping with this funding.
